What are the discussion panels

e During the first day (23/9), the NEURINOX Symposium is hosting a public event
for patients’ associations, journalists and the general public.

e The Symposium will dedicate one session for each of the three
neurodegenerative diseases (NDs):

e Multiple Sclerosis (MS)

2. Discussion panels
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What Is the students’ role

e We will invite 2-3 students per panel to participate in the three discussion panels

(ALS, MS, Epilepsy), alongside patient representatives, researchers and industry
representatives.

e Students should study in advance about the respective ND disease in order to learn
the basics, such as symptoms, current treatments etc.

e They can contribute to the discussion by asking questions to the
“specialists”, by offering their opinion or perspective, as well as by taking notes and
preparing a report with facts/impressions/thoughts for NEURINOX.

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What students will do

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4. Creative testimonials reporting
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Interviewing tips

e Come to the interview prepared

e Make a list of questions before you start

e Pick a meeting place where the interviewee can feel comfortable

e Ask your subject their name at the beginning, as a two part question, i.e. What is your name and
what Is your position?

e Keep your conversation natural

e Don't be afraid to ask silly questions

e Make eye contact as much as possible

e Think ahead during the interview

e Ask open-ended questions

e Talk less. Listen more

e Ask questions multiple times in different ways.

e Ask hard questions last

e Don't be afraid of long silences

e At the end of every interview, ask your interviewee: “is there anything else you want to say?”
