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Each proposal should include a short outline explaining the topic (max 250 words).
By including coronavirus disease 2019 (COVID-19), gender remains an afterthought in pandemic response. This factor needs to be urgently included in the research, prevention, and therapeutics implementation response to the COVID-19 pandemic. Consolidating data indicate that COVID-19 vulnerability is greater among men. This evidence has been documented in Italy, in Europe and in USA. Similar trends have been reported in China and South Korea too. Thus, researchers should systematically consider biological entities, such as hormonal state, immune function, comorbid conditions, and therapeutic approaches, as well as gender-related factors, such as lifestyle and socioeconomic status, in patients with COVID-19. 
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
